Assembly Tips:

Become familiar with the instructions and all parts.
Make sure that all parts are in the box and in good condition.

Assemble the product on the open flat carton or a rug to protect the product and
your floor.

With each step, first insert and hand-tighten all bolts and screws by hand. After ALL

1. Remove TV plate(B) from wall bracket(A).

3.Attach TV plate(B) to the back panel of TV.

2. Hold wall bracket(A) against wall at desired

position, then using a pencil mark 4 hole
locations. Then drill holes according pencil
marks using 5/16” or 8mm size drill bit to a
depth of 2.5”/64mm.

If you mount TV mount into studs,fix wall
bracket(A) to wall with screws (E).

If you are not mounting into studs, then you will
need to use wall anchors (D).Insert wall
anchors (D) into holes, you may need to use
hammer to lightly tap wall anchors into wall.
Then fix wall plate (A) to the wall with
screws (E).

Handle

4 Attach the TV to wall bracket(A) with screws(C).

You may need rotate the handle to adjust TV
to your desired angle,please remember to
fasten the screw tightly after adjustment

1.Select correct Mounting Hardware according to the screw hole size of your TV,discard any remaining
SCrews or spacers.

2.Carefully lay your TV on its face on a non-abrasivesurface,making sure to lay padding underneath it
so as not to damage the screen.

3.Place left TV mount and right mount in the approriate position,making sure CENTERED on the back
of the TV and LEVEL with on another.
