Posltion each part correctly and Insert
screws or bolts into their respective
holes by hand tlghten or using the
proper hand tool. Only tighten when
step Is completed or when Instructed
to do so.

Use cardboard or carpet area when
assembling fumnlture to prevent
scratches . Make sure the furnlture
rests on a flat and level surface with
each |eg evenly touching the floor,

Save the Instructlons and store the Allen
wrench or any supplied tool for |ater
maintenance, After two weeks, check and
tighten any loose hardware and repeat
agaln every slx months thereafter,
