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90-DAY LIMITED REPLACEMENT PARTS WARRANTY

This item comes with a 90-day limited replacement parts warranty to the original purchaser of new products against
defects in materials and workmanship for a period of ninety (90) days from the date of receipt. This warranty is not
transferrable. If a Product covered by this warranty is determined to be defective or missing an essential item within the
warranty period, the manufacturer will, unless otherwise required by applicable law, either replace the Product or send the
missing part at its sole option and discretion.

Exclusions

This limited warranty provides coverage to the original retail purchase and does not apply to rented, business,
commercial, institutional, or other non-residential uses. This limited warranty does not apply to (i) merchandise that was,
at any time, used as a floor sample or display model, (ii) any merchandise purchased “as is” or second-hand, (iii) any
merchandise purchased at a distress sale or a going-out-of-business sale, or (iv) any merchandise purchased from a
liquidator. All warranties, whether express or implied, cover only normal household usage. No warranty, express or
implied, applies to any condition resulting from misuse, abuse, delivery or transportation damage, nor any condition
resulting from incorrect or inadequate maintenance, cleaning or care. This warranty does not cover, for example: abuse,
accident, protective coatings, cosmetic damage (e.g. scratches, dents, cracks), damage caused by use with other products
(e.g. accessories, housing), damages from shipping, improper assembly or operation, lack of reasonable use, misuse,
modifications or alterations, normal wear and tear or aging.

Shipping
This limited warranty does not cover shipping charges incurred by any means. Retailer or customer must arrange for
shipping under all circumstances.

Chemical Treatments
This limited warranty does not cover damages caused by use of chemical treatments or protective coatings on the finish,
leather, or upholstered fabric. Any such chemical treatments or protective coatings voids all warranty.

Upholstered Fabric and Finishes

Position each par correctly and insernt
screws or bolts into their respective
holes by hand tighten or using the
proper hand tool. Only tighten when
step is completed or when instructed
to do so.

Use cardboard or carpet area when
assembling fumniture to prevent
scratches . Make sure the fumniture
rests on a flat and level surface with
each leg evenly touching the floor.

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PRE-ASSEMBLY INTRODUCTION

Unless you are particularly adept at assembling flat-pack/knock-down
furniture, we understand building ready-to-assemble furniture can be a
frustrating experience for some. To help avoid confusion and to make
the assembly process quicker and smoother, we have provided some
helpful tips. Before you begin the assembly, please read the following:

1. Due to the size and/or weight on most of the ready-to-assemble furniture, it is
highly recommended that the assembly should be done near the area of its
intended location. Make sure you have enough space to move around during
the assembly. ALWAYS have at least two people to help with transporting and
assembling of the product to avoid any potential injury and/or damage.

2. To protect from damage, assemble the item on a clean, protective surface,
such as on a carpet or cardboard.

3. Make sure you have taken all the parts and hardware out of their packaging.
Do not throw away packaging material until assembly is completed.

4. Make sure all parts and hardware are accounted for by comparing the actual
parts and hardware to the list provided in the assembly instructions. Also
check for any irregularity such as crack, flaw or improperly drilled hole. If there
is any problem or missing piece, please contact the manufacturer or the
supplier. Please have the model number, part number and a brief description
of the problem ready will help expedite the replacement process.

5. Read the entire instruction manual and view the diagrams first before
assembling. Arrange your parts in order of use and group the identical
hardware together to make it easier to grab each piece as you begin to
assemble.

6. During the assembly process, make sure all parts are properly aligned before
tightening with the tool provided or required for the assembly. Do not use
power tools and do not over tighten.

7. When applying glue to the wood dowels to bond the parts together, please be
ABSOLUTELY certain that the parts are correct and lined up with each other
(refer to diagrams and take notice of the various pre-drilled hole locations).
When in doubt, assemble the parts together first and if the parts fit right, then
apply glue to the wood dowels.

If you are in any doubt about
the correct wall plugs for
your wall, seek professional
advice.

Failure of the product due to
using incorrect fixings is the
responsibility of the installer.

Wall Mounting & Fixings

& Important:  When drilling into walls always
check that there are no hidden wires or pipes etc.
Make sure that the screws and wall plugs being used

are suitable for supporting your unit. Consult a qualified
tradesperson if you are unsure.

Hints:

1: General rule: & Always use a larger screw and wall plug
if you are not sure.

2: Ensure you use the recommended drill bit to match the wall
plug and hole size.

3: Ensure you drill the hole horizontally, do not force the drill or
enlarge the hole.

4: Take extra care when drilling high walls, ceilings and ceramic
tiles. Ensure wall plugs are inserted beyond the thickness of
the ceramic tiles to avoid the tiles splitting or cracking.

5: Ensure wall plugs are well fitted and are a tight fit in the
drilled hole.

Types of walls

No.1 “General Purpose” wall plug

You can use one of the following types of wall plug if your walls are made
of brick, breeze block, concrete, stone or wood.

No.5 “Hammer Fixing” wall plug
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No.3 “Cavity Fixing” wall plug
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Generally aerated blocks should not
be used to support heavy loads, use

a specialist fitting in this case. For light
loads, general purpose wall plugs can
be used.

No.2 “Plasterboard” wall plug

For use with plasterboard partitions or
hollow wooden doors.

For use with walls stuck with
plasterboard. The hammer fixing allows
it to be fixed to the wall rather than the
plasterboard. Always check the fixing
is secure to the retaining wall.

No.6 “Shield Anchor” wall plug
Heavy loads

No.4 “Cavity Fixing-Heavy Duty”
wall plug

For use when attaching light loads on
to plasterboard partitions.

& Care &
Maintenance

For use when fitting or supporting
heavy loads such as shelving, wall
cabinets and coat racks.

For use with heavier loads such as TV
& HiFi speakers and satelite dishes etc.

Safety: Always check the fitting
and location to ensure your safety
in and around the home.

Fitting: From time to time check
the fitting to ensure the wall plugs
or screws do not become loose.
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
